| was inspired by my team that set up ambitious goals
and objectives in our strategic plan and expanded the
horizons of the most “daring” vision of our organization's
development. The ideas were supported by the
seasoned and experienced members of our Supervisory
Board who encouraged us and assured that we would be
able to reach the goals.

At the partners' meeting held at the end of 2014 we
summarized our achievements and were pleasantly
surprised to see how much a single united team devoted
to implementation of its strategic plan could accomplish
in a year. We are proud of our deserved status of the
organization that promotes universal access of key
populations to HIV prevention, treatment and care
services. Together with our partners, in 2014 we reached
more than 5000 representatives of key populations,
provided transitional social reintegration support to 114
former prisoners, enrolled apprx. than 2500 drug users to
the client management programs.

One of the most important events of 2014 was receiving
a USAID grant to implement the “HIV React Project” that
gave us the opportunity to put in place large scale HIV
preventive activities in penitentiary facilities.

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This grant also became our first project within
AFEW Network that will be implemented in
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. In the first
six months of the project implementation we were
able to enroll 67 prisoners into the START Plus
Program, train 167 social workers and non-medical
prison officers.

In order to improve the quality of HIV-related
services our organization in cooperation with the
Ministry of Health, Republican Drug Treatment
center and national partners developed the harm
reduction standards, guidelines for outreach and
social workers on HIV prevention.

In 2014 our organization provided technical
support to the Kyrgyz Ministry of Interior to
implement the internal training plan for law
enforcement officers on HIV prevention and harm
reduction. 259 police and drug control officers were
trained on the Guidelines on HIV prevention by
authorized state agencies of internal affairs, drug
control and penalty execution that interact with
vulnerable populations.

Also | would like to mention that our organization
created a research department to provide
monitoring and evaluation of services related to
socially significant diseases, and quality of life of
the organization's beneficiaries and develop
consulting services provided by our organization.
Two studies were provided during the first six
months of the department’s operations. The
findings were presented to the partners and will be
used to plan new activities of our organization.

As a rule, drug users come across a lot of
social, medical, legal and psychological
problems. Besides, health-related issues are left
behind various problems related to personal
safety, desire to get rid of permanent stress,
hunger and loneliness. Therefore, it is very
important to create favourable conditions before
discussing HIV prevention issues.

Accomplishments:

5038 drug users were reached by AFEW's sub-
granters in the period from January 1, 2014 to
December 31, 2014, including 2257 persons
who were enrolled to the client management
program.

The majority of the clients were male (72% of all
clients) aged 31 to 40 (46% of all clients). The
total number of services rendered in 2014 was
21720.

A special focus was made to increase access to
HIV prevention services for female drug users
by using gender-sensitive approaches. Two
social centers were supported to provide low-
threshold services demanded by women:
temporary housing, food, medical services,
including counseling by gynecologists,
narcologists and other doctors, hygienic Kits,
“kid corners” and etc. Moreover, HIV and risk
behavior counseling is available at the centers,
as well as client management for pregnant
women and other services.

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While serving my sentence in prison, | was told
about Public Foundation “Asteria”. After release
I had no place to go and the prison social
worker referred me to this organization. | was
provided temporary housing services. | also
participated in the family violence prevention
courses because | used to be a victim of
violence at home.

After HIV counseling session at “Asteria” | was
suggested to take an express saliva test. The
preliminary result was positive. My reaction was
calm because at the counseling session | had
been given all the information related to HIV
and | knew about my risky behavior — | had
shared syringes with my peers. Social worker
escorted me to the Republican AIDS Center for
confirmation testing and it was also positive. |
“Asteria” organized a mutual support group
meeting with other HIV-positive women who had
got married and had given birth to beautiful and
healthy children. It was a huge support for me. |
took viral load and CD-4 tests, registered with
the AIDS center, started taking ARV-therapy and
took TB testing.

Now | am supported to obtain ID-documents
because it is the main obstacle to get a regular
Job.

I want to enjoy my life in spite of all difficulties.

“The prison facility where | work is the only
tuberculosis hospital within the State Service on
Penalty Execution (SSPE) under the
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic. At this
hospital we do TB testing and we treat those
prisoners who have been diagnosed with TB.
Tuberculosis is one of the most common
diseases in Kyrgyz prisons. A very large
percentage of the clients that | treat for TB are
people who use drugs. And many of them are
living with HIV. Opioid substitution therapy
became available in the institution in September
2013.

Working as a doctor in the Penal System comes
with different challenges than working in general
hospitals. As a tuberculosis specialist | have to
deal with patients who have not only TB, but also
various comorbidities such as HIV, viral hepatitis,
drug addiction or other health related problems.
A doctor within a general health care facility can
easily refer the patient to a consultation with any
specialist needed, while | often have to make my
own decisions regarding the treatment of a
patient. This can be extremely difficult when you
deal with a client who is receiving TB treatment,
antiretroviral therapy and methadone substitution
therapy. Until recently, | had to consult with
various specialists on the phone or met them
personally regarding each medical case, which
took a lot of time.

Now the Internet Platform helps me in clinical
decision-making. | posted questions regarding
timely prescription or correction of ART, selection
of methadone doses, the issues of continuum of
care for transitional prisoners, as well as legal
issues which demanded an immediate decision.
Thanks to the timely and detailed answers from
the experts | could make adjustments to the
process of patients' treatment and care.

Enhancing access to information on HIV, TB
and drug use prevention, treatment, care and
support through the Internet Platform

Objective:

To contribute to HIV, TB and drug use prevention,
treatment, care and support by introducing
innovative capacity building methods for
healthcare professionals and related specialists

Methods:

Internet platform on HIV, TB and drug use
(www.hivplatform.kg) makes it possible for
medical and non-medical specialists to quickly and
efficiently exchange information, knowledge and
experience. After completing an easy registration
process the web-site users get the opportunity to
ask questions to recognized national experts on
various aspects of HIV, TB and drug use, ranging
from HIV prevention and basic medical care to
social and legal support to the key populations.
Non-registered users are able to see all the
questions and answers on the web-site. The
platform is available in two languages: Russian
and Kyrgyz.

Results:

2216 questions and answers were placed on the
internet platform in the period from January 1,
2014 to December 31, 2014. There are 468
registered users of the platform, including doctors,
non-medical specialists and representatives of key
populations from all regions of the country. The
majority of the questions (50%) are related to HIV.
TB-related questions and questions on drug use
account for about 20% of all questions each.

Guidelines for social and outreach workers to
inform PWID on harm reduction strategies

One of the essential elements of any preventive
program is providing information and training on
prevention of HIV, STls, hep C, TB and decreasing
risk behavior.

To improve the quality of such work and make it
easier for social consultants and outreach workers
the following guidelines were created:

Guidelines for social counselors - include ready-
to-use modules and materials to deliver mini-
sessions for drug users, counseling instructions,
recommendations to organize mini-sessions,
information on efficient interactive methods.
Guidelines for outreach workers - provide ready-
to-use materials for informing, counseling and
training. All the information is provided in the
“Question and Answers” format that allows to
provide counseling in the outreach settings during
a short time period.

The guidelines were approved by the Expert
Council on information and education materials for
general population on health promotion and
disease prevention of the Kyrgyz Ministry of Health
(Protocol ref. #5 dd. December 4, 2014).

Harm reduction programs standards

AFEW supported revision of the Standards for the
harm reduction services for PWID that were
created in the Kyrgyz Republic back in 2009 and
were approved by the Ministry of Health Order ref.
#838 dd. December 12, 2009 “On approval of
standards for services on harm reduction related to
injecting drug use in the Kyrgyz Republic”. These
standards were reviewed and revised based on
new international recommendations, national
experience, newly introduced statutory documents,
gradual transition to universal availability of HIV
prevention, treatment, care and support services
for drug users.

Standardizing requirements for the harm reduction
services in both state medical organizations and
NGOs will allow creating a unified approach to
harm reduction programs and HIV prevention. It
will contribute to increasing the quality of services
for drug users.

The standards for harm reduction and services for
injecting drug users were adopted by the Expert
Committee on assessment of quality of clinical
protocols/guidelines and approved by the Kyrgyz
Ministry of Health Order #482 dd. August 28, 2014

Objective:
To decrease the number of new HIV cases among
prisoners before and after release

Background:

According to the 2013 Integrated Bio Behavior
Sentinel Surveillance HIV prevalence among
prisoners is 7.6%. Moreover, HIV prevalence in
people, who had stayed in prisons for less than 1
year, is two times lower than in those, who had
been incarcerated for 1-3 years. It suggests that
HIV might be spread in the penitentiary system.
HIV prevalence in prisons is also several times
higher than in the society.

AFEW makes a special focus on this target group
and provides preventive interventions in the
penitentiary facilities of the country since 2004 in
partnership with the State Service on Penalty
Execution under the Government (SSPE) of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

Direct work with prisoners is arranged in
accordance with the START Plus model:
1.Informational work with all prisoners: mini-
trainings and individual counseling for all prisoners
2. Client management for prisoners in the period of
transition before and after release. The program
serves as a “bridge” between the detention
settings and successful re-integration to the
society. It intends to decrease the risk of
contracting HIV and TB by changing behavior
patterns and solving a range of other problems
encountered by former prisoners upon release
AFEW worked in 6 facilities (Ne1, 2, 3, 16, 27, 31)
before release and cooperated with NGOs to
provide services after release in 2014.

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Achievements

Client management:

On September 15, 2014 client management work
started in 6 prison facilities of the country. The
facilities were selected in consultation with the
State Service on Penalty Execution based on the
following criteria: highest concentration of people
living with HIV; largest number of prisoners.

Prison social workers participated in special
trainings and implemented activities to prepare
prisoners for release under the supervision of
experienced AFEW staff making a special focus on
risky behavior in terms of contracting HIV and TB.
The first session includes individual counseling on
socially significant diseases. The second session
intends to draw up an action plan for the first days
after release, considering transportation from the
facility, food, housing and etc. Clients of the
program also discuss continuum of care in relation
to HIV, TB and drug use treatment initiated in
prison. Social worker facilitates cooperation
between clients and prison doctors in order to get
necessary medical examinations and testing,
counseling, medical statements and etc. An
individual service plan is provided for each client to
identify services he or she needs to get after
release.

After years spent in closed detention facilities
many former prisoners find themselves in a difficult
life situation, disoriented in the changed world.
Client management program gives them an
opportunity of smooth transition to the society with
support of social workers who provide counseling
on many issues with an emphasize on healthcare.
That is why after release clients are met by NGO
representatives who continue working with them to
provide access to a variety of social and medical
services. The services include housing for the first
months after release, registration with local AIDS
Centers for people living with HIV, support in
obtaining documents and etc.

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Capacity building:

Two workshops on HIV, TB, drug use and client
management were delivered on 25th — 30th of
August 2014 in Bishkek for 20 social workers from
prison facilities and NGOs that work to prevent HIV
in Chuy province.

The participants learnt basic information on HIV,
TB, adherence to treatment, drug use and harm
reduction. They trained their skills on providing
such information to prisoners by counseling and
transitional client management and realized
importance of HIV-preventative interventions in
prisons. The trained social workers received
knowledge and skills that will help them to
contribute to joint efforts to prevent new HIV-cases
in prisons.

Events:

In the run up to the World AIDS Day AFEW
arranged intellectual Brain Ring games in 6 prison
facilities reaching more than 500 prisoners in the
period from November 26, 2014 to December 8,
2014.The events were organized in close
cooperation with the prison administrations. Hand-
outs with basic information to get prepared for the
game were distributed a few days before the
event. During the Brain Ring game the teams
competed for the championship answering
questions on HIV and TB, their transmission routes
and treatment. All the participants received
incentive food parcels and more than 100 winners
were awarded with warm sportsuits.

Advocacy:

In 2014 extensive work was started to draw up
draft laws on probation stemming from the revised
Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic. Probation
considers punishments that are not related to
incarceration and includes client management
elements. The probation intends to create
favorable conditions for further crime prevention,
re-socialization of convicts and ensures safety of
society and the state.

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AFEW together with partners supported the expert
working groups from the experts of the
Government and the State Service on Penalty
Execution that drew up a draft law “On probation”.
The draft law includes support to probation clients
in case of difficult life situations, re-socialization
and individual program for social and legal
support, employment, education, obtaining
documents, establishing social ties and receiving
medical services.

The working group also developed the draft law
“On amending the Kyrgyz Law “On basic principles
of social services to the Kyrgyz population”. The
draft law foresees access to social services for
prisoners in the detention settings and after
release.

Improving the quality of medical services to
PLWH and HIV preventative programs in
prisons:

Medical department of the State Service on
Penalty Execution faces problems related to lack
of competent medical employees trained in HIV
prevention and treatment and inter-related issues
(TB, drug use), as well as problems related to
material and technical base for medical service.
The quality of harm reduction programs and
treatment for PLWH depends on close cooperation
with the Republican AIDS Center and Republican
Drug Treatment Center. To facilitate such
cooperation AFEW supported creating an
interagency working group including
representatives of the above three services. The
working group was approved by the Penal System
Order (ref. #653 dd October 16, 2014) to meet on
the quarterly basis in order to ensure timely
discussion of on-going problems, establish
information exchange system and monitor the
quality of care and support programs.

A series of on-the-spot capacity building site visits
for prison doctors took place in December 2014.
The site-visits were provided by experts from the
Republican AIDS Center and included as follows:
correct interpretation of clinical manifestation of
HIV, clinical diagnosis of HIV, rational prescription
and interpretation of medical examinations,
accurate completion of medical documentation.

AFEW started working with the Ministry of Interior
of the Kyrgyz Republic in 2006 within the
framework of the “Drug Demand Reduction
Project” that intended to build capacity of
policemen on HIV/AIDS.

In 2008 AIDS-service organizations registered
many cases of unlawful detention of their clients
(sex workers and people who inject drugs) by law
enforcement officers. Many clients were afraid to
attend needles and syringes exchange points and

To improve the quality of TB services for population
of the Kyrgyz Republic the Concept of TB service
development for 2008-2016 was approved by the
Ministry of Health Order (ref.f#575 dd. November
6, 2008).

Implementation of the above Strategy contributed
to decreasing TB incidence and mortality rates.
However, according to the WHO criteria the
epidemiologic situation in the KR still falls into the
“epidemic” category with more 101.1 cases per
100 000 (including penitentiary facilities).

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When treatment regimen is not observed or when
patient withdraws from treatment, there is a risk of
resistance to first-line TB medications and increase
of the number of drug-resistant cases. The major
category of patients who don't observe controlled
treatment regimen are people who abuse alcohol
and use drugs and people who come back from
detention facilities.

One of the important factors to promote adherence
to treatment during the out-patient stage of the
DOTS program is social support in the form of food
parcels distribution. Not only does this program
motivate patients to complete treatment, but it also
gives the opportunity to medical workers to collect
sputum for control examination at the 5th month of
treatment and upon completion of treatment.

Accomplishments:

AFEW started implementing this program in
November 2011 and has acquired great
experience in this sphere on the national level.
Distribution within the framework of the Project is
provided in all 7 provinces of Kyrgyzstan. During 3
years of work coordination and interaction was
established with more than 150 medical institution
in all provinces of the country, regular
communications were established to exchange
information and organize joint distribution of food
parcels to the DOTS program patients.

4 916 patients were enrolled to the program in
2014; total number of patients who received food
parcels was 17 313 (cumulative number), the
number of parcels distributed for patients— 18 956,
for medical staff — 3 875, total number of parcels
distributed — 22 831. Number of contract violations
—140.

Review of the national legislation on rights of
drug users and law enforcement practices

The review intends to examine national legislation
and law enforcement practices in terms of drug
users rights observance in the Kyrgyz Republic.

In many countries, including Kyrgyzstan, drug
control measures lead up to serious violation of
human rights: torture and degrading treatment by
police, mass arrests, unjudicial punishments,
unlawful detentions, refusal of vital and essential
medicines and basic healthcare services.
Moreover, drug users encounter various rights
violations stemming from: discriminating
legislation, social exclusion and combination of
both factors. In most countries, including
Kyrgyzstan, the legislation foresees arrests of
people for keeping and using drugs in very small
amounts. In the detention settings drug
dependence can be used to extort false self-
incriminating testimony — in some cases methods
used to get such testimony can be regarded as
torture. Drug users are easy targets for
incriminating false charges to improve the statistics
for crime detection. Drug users are also denied of
many elements of law procedures (such as access
to state defender) more often than other people in
detention.

specialists an opportunity to study reproductive
health basic concepts, its elements, family
planning, safe maternity and abortion, STls, HIV,
sexual health, legal aspects of reproductive health
and gender equality, interrelation between
reproductive health and rights and HIV etc.

Distant learning course “On client
management” allowed the participants to increase
their knowledge in client management, its
organizational issues, partnership network, client
management cycle, standards of client
management services. 21 employees of state and
non-governmental organizations participated in the
course.

Workshop “On emotions management” was
conducted for teenagers from the Rehabilitation
Center for Homeless Children. The agenda was
designed with consideration of psycho-age and
social problems of the children from the
Rehabilitation Center. The workshop intended to
give the participants a minimum set of knowledge
in the sphere of emotional characteristics of
personality and develop skills to manage their

Apart from basic reproductive health
issues, STls, pregnancy and abortions, the agenda
included substance abuse aspects and impact on
reproductive health, pregnancy and labour.

Workshop “On building emotional competence”
intended to empower the participants to recognize and
control their emotional condition. The set of tests to
identify the emotional competence level, type of
personality and emotional burnout rate was used to
develop a strategy for further independent work to
correct the participants behavior and condition.

Workshop “On organization and conduct of self-
support groups for drug users» was delivered for
social and outreach workers of non-governmental
organizations. The workshop intended to present
information on the self-support groups functions, ways
of organization and to train the skills for conducting
meetings of such groups and discuss possible
challenges.

Workshop “On strategic planning” was arranged
for 7 AFEW's subgrantees. Each participating
organization developed and approved strategic plans
for 2014 — 2016 by the end of the workshop.

Interim assessment of the Internet Platform
www.hivplatform.kg was arranged to improve the
quality of capacity building activities for medical
and non-medical specialists and key populations
representatives on HIV, TB, drug use and etc.

Collaborative survey with the Yale University
“PUHLSE-Kyr: Examination and assessment of
health condition of prisoners in the Kyrgyz
Republic”

The survey intended to study prevalence of
infectious diseases and diseases associated with
injection drug use among prisoners of Kyrgyzstan
using representative sampling of prisoners in the
period of transition from the penal facilities of the
State Service on Penalty Execution to the society
within 6 months of being released for man and
within 1.5 for women.

The major findings demonstrated that:

- Prevalence of hep C among prisoners is
43.1%, prevalence of syphilis is 19.6%,
prevalence of HIV is 8.4% and prevalence of
hep B is 6.1%. These figures are several
times higher than those in the civil sector

» More than half of the prisoners who were
diagnosed with HIV didn't know their status.
Those prisoners who knew their status had
positive experience of HIV treatment.

« Alcohol abuse, opioids use and injecting drug
use prevalence in prisons is high, therefore
the likelihood of relapse after release is also
high.
